arrive: reach a destination - usually with the
preposition at

Cate arrived late at the airport and she
almost missed her flight.

reach: arrive at a destination - without

preposition - often used when there were
difficulties along the way

Phileas Fogg and his faithful servant,
Passepartout, managed to reach the club

just in time to win the Mr. Fogg's wager.
